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Promoting Conservation
Design

— detailed, science-based blueprints
for conserving and managing bird habi-
tats on specific landscapes using deci-
sion support technologies. Partners
across the
country can use
the blueprints
to help guide
their conserva-
tion activities,
not only for
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other wildlife

species as well. For example, conserva-
tion design information can provide
valuable coarse-scale guidance for
achieving broad wildlife goals outlined in
State Wildlife Action Plans.

Improving Bird
Monitoring

The Committee is committed to en-
hancing the effectiveness and efficiency
of bird monitoring strategies through
increased cooperation among public
and private wildlife organizations in
monitoring bird populations and habi-

tats in North America. By working
together, organizations will be able
to increase survey efficiencies, en-
sure more reliable inferences at bio-
logically meaningful spatial scales,
pool resources, and help to meet
continuing legal and regulatory chal-
lenges in bird conservation.

Supporting
International Partners

Many birds of concern in the United
States depend upon habitats in
Mexico and Canada during breeding
and non-breeding periods.
